Frequently Asked Questions
How can I know if I am a candidate for LASIK?
You are a candidate for LASIK if you have Myopia, Hyperopia or Astigmatism which is stable and you do not have any underlying corneal abnormabilities.

A complete ophthalmologic examination including a dilated refraction and corneal topography must be performed before it can be determined if LASIK is appropriate for you.


Will my eyes be dilated for the examination?
Yes, a dilated examination allows for the most accurate assessment of your eyes refractive error and allows for a thorough examination of the retina.


Does LASIK hurt?
The procedure is performed with "numbing drops" topical anesthesia so you will not feel any pain during the procedure. After surgery you may have minor discomfort and a foreign body sensation for several days. You will be given eye drops for pain and "foreign body" sensation.


When can I return to work?
Most patients can return to work in 1-2 days after the doctors approval.
