Glossary
Astigmatism - refractive error which occurs when light rays are focused at more than one point on the retina; The cornea is oval-shaped with astigmatism rather than round
Cornea - transparent front segment of the eye that covers the iris, pupil, and anterior chamber, and provides most of an eye's optical power
Hyperopia (farsightedness) - occurs when light rays are not bent enough to focus on the retina
LASIK (Laser in-Situ Keratomileusis) - procedure to change corneal shape using an excimer laser and microkeratome
Myopia (nearsightedness) - occurs when light rays are focused in front of the retina instead of directly on the retina 
Refraction - bending of light rays as they travel from a clear medium of one density to another of a different density; test to determine the refractive error of an eye and the best corrective lens prescription
Retina - part of the eye, originally part of the brain, which converts images (from the eye's optical system) into electrical impulses sent along the optic nerve for transmission back to the brain
Topography - diagnostic test which shows precise shape of the cornea and performs computerized mapping of the corneal surface
Cataract – a clouding of the natural (crystalline) lens of the eye, cataracts can most common occur due to normal aging process, but may be influenced by smoking, diabetes, steroid use or congenital
